Scholarship is awarded to the dependent children of active duty, retired, or deceased Naval Service (USN, 

USMC) resident of California. Provides up to $15,000/year for maximum of 4 years (tuition, books, fees).

Scholarship is awarded to eligible family members (children and spouses) of active duty, retired, and honorably 

discharged Surface Navy personnel. Award amount varies, but averages at $2,5000. Funds can be used for 

tuition and tuition related expenses only.

Scholarship is awarded to military children/stepchildren who have lost a parent in the line of duty or due to 

service connection (as determined by the VA).  Award amount: $6,250/year that can be used toward tuition, 

room/board and any other costs associated with undergraduate degree, trade school or pay off student loans.

Scholarship is awarded to the dependent children of current, former or retired military service members; officer 

and enlisted. Award ranges from $5,000-$5,500/year and can be used for tuition, room/board and other related 

expenses (computer, books, etc.).

Scholarship is awarded to dependent children and spouses of Naval Officers. Award amount varies, but 

averages at $1,800/year that can be used for tuition only.

Scholarship is awarded to college-age Gold Star children. Award amount: $14,000 that can be used for tuition, 

room/board and any other school related fees.

$3,300/year for 4 years in pursuit of an undergraduate degree. Funds can be used for tuition, books and other

Scholarship is awarded to the dependent child, stepchild, ward or spouse of a current Surface Navy Association 

Member. Award amount is $2,000/year and can be renewed annually provided recipient maintains a 3.0 GPA.
